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I. COURSE DESCRIPTION: 

Course Description: An advanced examination of the role of the medical examiner in 
crime scene investigations, mass disasters, motor vehicle accidents, and other unnatural 
deaths. Covers basic forensic biomechanics, advanced forensic anthropology and the 
role of the medical examiner as an expert court witness. 

II. OFFICIAL COURSE COMPETENCIES: 

1. Explain the procedures used by the medical examiner during crime scene investigations. 
2. Explain basic principles of kinematics and kinetics. 
3. Explain biological tissue response to loading and deformation during trauma. 
4. Explain and demonstrate crime scene investigation procedures. 
5. Explain basic concepts in kinetics, kinematics and forensic case studies. 
6. Describe techniques of forensic anthropology. 
7. Describe protocols used by law enforcement agencies involved in a mass disaster 

response. 
8. Describe the ways forensic pathology can aid in the investigation of motor vehicle 

accidents. 
9. Describe protocols used in the investigation of child abuse and rape. 
10. Describe the role of the medical examiner in court. 
11 Discuss the uses of forensic pathology on live patients.

IV. TIME ALLOTMENT AND PLACEMENT: 

1. This course is one full semester, sixteen weeks. 
2. In a traditional course, all students are expected to come to class each session prepared to 

discuss the assigned readings and participate in class exercises, but this is an online course. It 
is therefore your responsibility to do each week's lesson on your own, and keep up with the 
assignments. 

Unless otherwise specifically assigned, reading assignments are taken from the required 
textbook by Barry Fisher. In addition, there will be a number of handouts which I will mail out 
to you. The reading assignments listed for each lesson are those readings which a student 
must complete before going through the online PowerPoint presentation associated with each 
lesson, and before taking each of the quizzes. Not all of the assigned readings will be 
covered in the PowerPoint presentations, but assigned readings may be tested on the 
quizzes and/or exams. 
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
