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This Conceptual Master Plan for the Athletic Fields at Scottsdale Community College is the result
of several months of meetings and multiple concept reviews which took place during the fall and
winter of 2002.

* The Concept is Based on Six Principle Design Generators

I. Maintain the location and orientation of the existing softball field.
          Shift the baseball field to the east to accommodate the enhanced
          soccer field and practice football fields design.

II. Reorient the primary entrance to all of the sports fields, so that the
           flow of spectators will be from the east in lieu of from the south as it
           presently is.

Ill.       Reconfigure the combination baseball and football practice fields north of the present varsity
           football field into three football practice fields and one soccer field

IV. Construct a new baseball practice field east of the game field and a new softball practice
 field east of that game field.

V.        Reduce maintenance and upkeep costs

VI. Eventual construction of perimeter loop road that will define the west and north boundaries
of the athletics complex.

* There are Thirteen Ancillary Concepts Reflected in the Plan.

1. The existing varsity football field bleacher and stadium are to remain in their present location
 and orientation.

2. Provide a new series of small walks and low fences on the south, east and north sides of the
 track around the football field to facilitate access
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3. The existing handball and racquetball concrete court structures are to remain, although
 their use for either recreation or storage will remain flexible

4. The large concrete patio north of the fitness center is to be developed into a formal
 landscaped plaza for graduations, ceremonies, convocations, meetings and student
 gatherings

5. Provide a multi-purpose practice field east of the existing gymnasium for physical
education soccer, golf, football and baseball. This field should not be permanently
developed since eventually this site will probably be used for a future building.

6. Reflect the potential development and widening of Jackrabbit Road and the possibility
of a new campus entrance from the north at the 92nd Street alignment.

7. The area between the racquetball courts and the football field is to be developed for
 their golf program:

Provide a full size practice putting green

Provide a target green with sand traps and space for chip shot practice

8. The primary circulation features include:

A major east west axis consisting of a serpentine 20 foot wide concrete decorative walk
which also serves for fire and emergency vehicle access running from the east parking
lot to the football field.

A major north south axis consisting of a serpentine 20 foot wide concrete decorative
walk which also serves for fire and emergency vehicle access running from the gymnasium
to the baseball field and the practice fields.
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� At the intersection of these axis's is a large circular plaza sized to
accommodate fire department vehicle access and to provide a
location for an arts feature.

� Several smaller 8 foot wide decorative concrete walks loop around
the fields to provide supplemental access. These also feature
decorative bands, which could either be turf or hardscape accents,
which can be used for spectator seating or informal recreation.

9.  The Landscaping concept centers on two principles:

� The athletic fields and selected areas immediately adjacent to them
 would continue to be turf.

�    The primary circulation paths would be designed to use decomposed
      granite borders and would be accented with landscaped oases with
      xeriscape plants to provide shade, color vertical elements and visual
     relief.

10.  Site Lighting

�    Provide new lighting at the existing baseball and softball fields,
       which would allow games to be played after dark.

� Provide lighting at the new baseball and softball practice fields,
 which would allow practice after dark.

� Provide lighting at the new configuration of the practice football and
soccer fields, which would allow practice on all of the fields after
dark.

� Provide mid level lighting along the major axis's to identify the paths
and allow for a reasonable feeling of security for the students and
staff.

� Provide tertiary lighting along all remaining pedestrian paths
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11.     The plan identifies two possible new structures:

�        A small, approximately 2400 square foot, building east of the racquetball courts, housing
           public toilet rooms and storage.

�    A larger, approximately 7200 square foot, building which can hold a concession stand, locker
     rooms, training rooms, toilet rooms equipment storage rooms and offices for the varsity
      athletics.

12.   Demolish and reconstruct the deteriorated wood dugouts with new updated permanent
    dugouts for both the baseball and softball fields. The planned baseball field location has
  shifted 40' to the east so these dugouts cannot be built in the sale location

13.    Be aware of the possibility that in the long-term development of the campus, the parking
    lot north of the Music Building and west of the Central Plant will probably be abandoned
    and developed into a site for future buildings.
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
